This initiative is being supported by additional funds from MBJ’s
shareholders, Grupo Aeroportuario del Pacífico (GAP) and Vantage Airport
Group, which aim to support the recovery of schools impacted by Hurricane

The Team Sangster Charity Run/Walk for
Education was created with a simple but
meaningful purpose: to bring our community
together in support of education and to
provide opportunities for students who aspire
to achieve more through learning.

134 tertiary-level students each received
$100,000, while 50 secondary-level students
received $40,000 each. Additionally, 1
community organization supporting 15
students with special needs received $300,000
in cash assistance. A total of $15 million has
been distributed directly to the recipients.

Due to damage sustained at some schools, some
secondary institutions are still operating classes on a
part-time basis, resulting in a number of students
falling behind on their syllabus. 

Therefore, $15 million raised from the Charity
Run/Walk will be combined with funding from MBJ’s
shareholders, GAP and Vantage, to undertake critical
repairs at two schools damaged severely by
Hurricane Melissa.

This effort aims to restore their facilities, enabling
many more students to return to full-time schooling
and remain in step with their peers academically.

Over the past five years,
the MBJ Team Sangster
Charity Run/Walk
initiative has raised 
and donated $71 million,
directly impacting the
lives of 1,720 students,
and many more indirectly.
